Travel options from airport to hotel:  
The shuttle rate for downtown Charleston is $12.00 per passenger and departs within 15 minutes. 
The shuttle is a shared ride and may make several stops, depending on the number of 
passengers.  Taxi fare is approximately $26 one way to the hotel. 
  
Parking: 
Valet parking is available at a $17 per day charge. Self parking is available in the City Garage 
located next door to the hotel; the charge is $12 per 24 hour period and is payable to the garage 
attendant in cash. 
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
